Response to Recommendations 

from the Most Recent Evaluation

The last evaluation conducted of California State University, Chico was an interim or Fifth Year Visit conducted in 1988 with a visiting team report submitted in March 1989.  The team evaluation was markedly influenced by the emergence of a new set of WASC Accreditation Standards in 1988.  It is noted that the current situation at CSU, Chico has changed dramatically since those recommendations were put forward.  Those recommendations, together with an indication of where those issues are addressed in the context of the current environment, are as follows.

Recommendation 1:  In the context of a determination to remain in a steady state enrollment of 14,000 FTE, the University will need to establish priorities and be prepared to make appropriate reallocations to a) accomodate any increase in graduate studies, b) continue efforts to achieve greater diversity, and c) provide concomitant support for faculty and students while sustaining the residential character and tradition of a personalized faculty-student relationship that has been one of its hallmarks and thereby attractions to prospective faculty and students.

Response:

California State University, Chico, like most public institutions of higher education has been forced by limited budgets and growing demands for services to embrace strategic planning and strategic thinking.  The President's Task Force on the Future of CSU, Chico addressed the Threats and Opportunities facing the University and suggested greater emphasis on strategic planning while upholding the values and virtues of the University such as its residential character.  These issues are appropriately addressed in the planning context in the Chapter on Institutional Purpose, Planning and Effectiveness, and in the budgetary context in the chapter on Financial Resources.

Recommendation 2:  The University should review its tripartite array of general studies, elective and major degree requirements to assure conformity with standard 4.B.9, which calls for the equivalent of two years of study toward the baccalaureate to be in general education and unrestrictive electives.

Response:

California State University, Chico is currently undergoing an extensive review of general education.  The Provost initiated a Task Force on General Education in 1994, whose report is near completion.  A description of that effort and an independent assessment of general education and the requirements for undergraduate degrees is provided in the chapter on Educational Programs.

Recommendation 3:  The University should continue its affirmative action efforts with respect to further diversifying its faculty and consider enhancing such efforts by expanding the position of the Affirmative Action Officer to a full-time postion which would permit an expanded effort in this arena.

Response:

California State University, Chico hired a full-time Affirmative Action Officer in August 1994.

Recommendation 4:  The University needs to continually review allocation of resources to the library for the acquisition of materials and to enhance access to its materials and services.

Response:

California State University, Chico recognizes that student needs go far beyond library acquisition of traditional materials and including electronic material, and more importantly, effective access to information and technology.  The chapter on Library, Computing, and Other Learning Resources describes the rapid evolution taking place in Information Resources to move from a "just in case" to a "just in time" philosophy of collection management.
