semester units (90 quarter units) by summer preceding applicant’s junior year is required. The 60 units must include all eight
Social Work pre-requisites, with a minimum of C grade, and the “Golden Four” (A1, A2, A3, A4/B4). Human Biology, Economics,
Statistics, Intro Psychology, Intro Sociology, and the Social Work Core Courses SWRK 170, SWRK 200, and SWRK 202 must be
completed or in progress at time of Professional Sequence Application. All BSW students must pass prerequisites with a “C
grade” or higher to start the BSW Professional Sequence.
